Alex welcomed homeowners in attendance and introduced the Board members. 

Road Replacement Project (Phase 1):
· Keith presented details of the Phase 1 (~50% of the Glenwild roads) road replacement project and cost not to exceed $2.5 million.
· He clarified that Phase 2 is not included in the current discussion or vote and will be addressed in future years. 
· Q & A from Zoom and in-person attendees. 

Irrigation Project:
· Keith presented details of the proposed irrigation project, removing Glenwild common spaces from culinary water and tying into the Glenwild Golf Club Well water,  with an anticipated cost not to exceed $275,000. 
· Q & A from Zoom and in-person attendees.

Reserve Study:
· Keith gave a brief overview of the current Capital Reserves.
· Keith reported that a Reserve Study is scheduled to be completed this year by Complex Solutions.
· Q & A from Zoom and in-person attendees.

Alex encouraged all homeowners to vote, either in person or electronically via the DocuSign ballot link. The ballot link was provided in the Zoom chat for virtual attendees and had been provided prior to the meeting in an electronic packet and on the Glenwild Member Portal.


Wildfire Management Committee Update:
· Larry and Rob provided an overview of the Committee’s ongoing efforts and recent developments. 
· Larry reviewed HB48 and discussed its implications for homeowners. 
· Rob noted that Glenwild has received Firewise designation; the certificate is available on the homeowner portal. 
· The Wildfire Fair is scheduled for April 25th from 10am-2pm. 
· The Board has approved wildfire remediation projects of select high priority common areas, to be completed in 2026. 
· John will coordinate with Apex Fire Preparedness to host two community chipping days. Apex will provide a chipper and haul off of chipped materials; additional details will be shared as they become available.
